Industry Overview

transcripts? 
A. Scholarship applications, recommendation letters and transcripts must all be postmarked by  

Tuesday, May 1, 2012.  Any materials received with a postmark after the deadline will not be 
accepted.

scholarship preference is given to junior, senior and advanced degree students, college freshmen 
and sophomores who have a strong interest, understanding and/or experience in the Document 
Management and Graphic Communication industry are encouraged to apply.   

 
Can I apply for a scholarship and use the award to pay 

my student loans? 
A. No. You must be a full-time college student in the upcoming 2012 fall semester to apply for a
